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when conducting business, although local modifications to the rules, both formal 
(published in our By-Laws and Standing Rules) and informal, are common.  Robert’s 
Rules has two guiding principles: 
 

• The majority rules.  A simple majority of those present and voting decides most 
motions; however, 

 
• The majority cannot suppress the rights of individual members or absentee 

members, or the rights of those in the minority.  Motions and actions placing limits 
on their rights require either previous notice or a super-majority of 2/3 of those 
present and voting.
